BASIC FUNCTION:

Under the direction of the Grounds Maintenance Supervisor, perform a variety of grounds
maintenance and gardening duties including specialized work related to sprinkler and irrigation
system inspection, installation, maintenance and repair, and related work as required in the
beautification of assigned grounds and landscaped areas.

DISTINGUISHING CHARACTERISTICS:

The Senior Grounds Maintenance Worker classification performs specialized work related to
sprinkler and irrigation system inspection, installation, maintenance and repair, and related work as
required. The Grounds Maintenance Worker classification performs a variety of grounds
maintenance and gardening duties in the beautification of assigned grounds and landscaped areas.

REPRESENTATIVE DUTIES:
ESSENTIAL DUTIES:
Perform work related to the inspection, installation, maintenance and repair of sprinkler and

irrigation systems.

Mow, edge, trim, and water lawns, fields and other turf grounds; prepare and fertilize soil; water
various grounds areas by hand or by operating the irrigation system.

Plant, cultivate, prune, spray, fertilize and irrigate flowers, trees, grass and shrubs; hoe and pull
weeds and rake leaves; edge walkways; sweep litter from walks and driveways; empty waste
receptacles.

Perform general grounds cleanup, including picking up paper, trash and debris on grounds areas,
athletic fields and other assigned areas.

Operate a variety of power-driven equipment such as mowers, tractors, skip loaders, edgers, blowers,
hedge trimmers, chainsaws, forklifts, trucks and other equipment used in grounds work; utilize
standard gardening hand tools; drive a vehicle to conduct work.

Perform a variety of duties related to the preparation, lining, burning, marking and dragging of
athletic fields and related areas as assigned by the position.

Maintain grounds maintenance equipment in safe operating condition as directed; perform minor
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maintenance and repairs on equipment as needed.

Maintain and repair irrigation systems and related parts, components and equipment as assigned by
the position; clean, adjust and repair sprinkler heads; adjust irrigation system settings as appropriate;
repair or replace pipes and various system parts and equipment as necessary.

Move and arrange furniture and equipment as requested.

Perform related duties as assigned.

Basic grounds maintenance procedures including mowing, edging, raking and weeding.

Operation of hand and power tools and equipment used in ground maintenance.

Health and safety regulations.

ABILITY TO:

Inspect, install, maintain and repair sprinkler and irrigation systems.

Mow, edge, water, weed, fertilize, rake and cultivate lawns, flower beds, athletic fields and other
landscaped areas.

Maintain athletic areas in a safe condition.

Operate and maintain hand and power tools and other equipment used in grounds maintenance.
Understand and follow oral and written instructions.
